	If you heat ice,
	it melts.

	PRESENT SIMPLE
	PRESENT SIMPLE

	Generally true. If you do something, something else happens. Consequences.

	FIRST CONDITIONAL

	If the house has a big garden,
	we will buy it.

	PRESENT SIMPLE
	FUTURE SIMPLE

	May happen. 
We haven´t seen the house yet. It may have a big garden. We may buy it.

	SECOND CONDITIONAL

	If the house had a big garden,
	we would buy it.

	PAST SIMPLE 
	CONDITIONAL PRESENT

	It´s not true. We can say the opposite – in the present or future.
We have seen the house. The house doesn´t have a big garden. We won´t buy it.

	THIRD CONDITIONAL

	If I had known that,
	I would have told you.

	PAST PERFECT SIMPLE
	PAST CONDITIONAL

	It´s not true. We can say the opposite – in the past. Something happened and can´t be changed.
I didn´t know that and I didn´t tell you.
